OSPI Efforts Inventory Instructions and Reference Sheet
For the purpose of this inventory, focus areas (see below) represent categories where students must succeed and develop healthy habits in order to be successful in school and life. One common strategy employed to address these focus areas involves implementing a well-defined multi-level instructional approach based on early identification of students at risk of poor performance or problems in the focus area. Once identified through screening, the student receives increasingly intensive levels of intervention designed to help the student become successful academically or to overcome problems relating to the focus area. Response to Intervention (RTI) provides a useful framework for addressing the needs of all students. Below is a definition of RTI developed by the National Center on Response to Intervention (http://www.rti4success.org/).
Response to intervention (RTI) integrates assessment and intervention within a school-wide, multi level prevention system to maximize student achievement and reduce behavior problems. With RTI, schools use data to identify students at risk for poor learning outcomes, monitor student progress, provide evidence-based interventions and adjust the intensity and nature of those interventions based on a student’s responsiveness. Schools may also use data as part of the determination process for identifying students with specific learning disabilities (SLD) or other disabilities.

Definitions

Reading, Writing, and Mathematics—Efforts to support/improve teaching and learning in these core academic subject areas.
Language —Efforts to support English Language acquisition, oral language development, and/or bilingual education.
Behavior —Efforts to promote constructive behavior among students and minimize unproductive or disruptive behavior (i.e. acting out, defiance, bullying, stealing, etc.).
Alcohol, Tobacco, or Other Drug Use—Efforts to prevent student use of alcohol, tobacco, or drugs, or to provide intervention and treatment services.
Mental/Emotional Health—Efforts to promote mental and emotional health and to provide intervention and treatment services for those at risk of such issues as depression, anxiety, etc.
Essential Components Instructions

Funding Source—What funding sources do you use to provide the support and services you cited in the inventory?
