We’ve created process guide wizards, goal wizards, and accommodation wizards to assist users in completing the online forms. There are areas which identify behavior assessments, and users are guided in how to complete the behavior issues. It’s understood that these online IEPs are only as compliant as how the user is completing them.  We have workgroups involving 35 people from various stakeholder groups to modify and enhance the documents. We’re receiving positive feedback from parents that the online IEPs are more accurately written in describing their children and their needs. We’ve asked for a local district commitment for the training infrastructure of the IEP tool. All of the process support questions go to our local administrators and we separated out tool issues to CTE. Each student will have a unique identifier. The database records historical IEP data and allows one to track goals across years. The program also includes fields to enter SPP indicator data. (The website is password protected.
